Procurements may also be set-aside
exclusively for competitive award among
socially and economically disadvantaged
businesses (SEDBs) that are expressly
certified by the Small Business Administration
(SBA) for participation in the SBA’s 8(a)
program. Each firm claiming 8(a) status is
required to provide a copy of its SBA 8(a)
certification letter to the Contracting Officer
(CO) as evidence of eligibility. The CO must
confirm with the responsible Business

Opportunity Specialist at SBA that the offeror is

in good standing with the 8(a) Program at the

time of award. The CO should obtain Small

Business Specialist contact information from the

8(a) offeror. There is no requirement for SBA’s
approval to make award to the selected socially and
economically disadvantage business (SEDB).
